Chepstow Town Council, in the last two years, working with Transition Chepstow, has planted apple trees of many varieties around Chepstow to form the basis of community orchards, bringing back to Chepstow the apple blossom in the spring for which it was so famous in earlier centuries.  Some of the trees are now past their fifth birthday and to help them to bear bounteous fruit in future years they need some assistance, including pruning.
To inspire you to help with looking after the trees and to partake of their fruit, Nick Bull of Seven Cider will give a talk on cider making (we have planted many cider apple trees) this will be followed by a short talk on apple tree pruning by Clive Maile of The Castle Fruit Farm in Newent, culminating in a trip to the Castle Dell to prune the apple trees in the community orchard.
